 Mild dermatitis  Nappy rash 

 Dandruff  Oral thrush 

 Diarrhoea (adults only)  Ringworm or athletes foot 

 Dry or sore eyes  Teething or mild toothache 

 Earwax  Threadworms 

 Excessive sweating   Travel sickness 
 Head lice  Warts and verrucae
